Adelaide Top Again





The International Design Magazine “Architectural Digest” has named Adelaide at the top of their list of the 20 most beautiful cities in the world.


The mix of criteria to achieve this includes: Architecture, Cultural Treasures, Historical Relevance and Natural Appeal. Adelaide is the only Australian City to make it on this list, it is also the only Australian capital to have a original plan. 


The article points to the ease that visitors can experience “Surf Sand and Dunes”, Art Deco Architecture, rolling hills, wildlife and a choice of some of Australia’s top wines. 


All of this pleasure within short distances of Adelaide’s Centre. Other names in the top 20 included Estonia’s capital Tallinn surrounded by a protected wall going back to the 11th century.


No 3 was Portsmouth in the Dominican Republic not the UK. Their main asset was sustainability using local products constructing main buildings  as well as providing food from the farm to the table.


Singapore ranked 6th and you would agree from the point of landing at Changi Airport now proudly displaying the worlds highest indoor waterfall. Also Paris, one of the most visited cities in the world came in as No 7 on the list.


Note: we hope our neighbour cities take note.

Overland to Campbelltown





When Charles Campbell made his way from Sydney to Adelaide as a member of the party that in 1840 accompanied Joseph Hawdon and Charles Bonney to drive livestock overland from NSW the event was described as the most interesting and important since SA settlement. 


After arriving in Adelaide he expressed satisfaction that his party had succeeded in “preserving the utmost friendship with the natives along the way” which was not always the case with other overlanders.


Charles James Fox Campbell was born in Lismore, Scotland on the eastern side of Loch Linnhe on 9 January 1807. When his father John emigrated in 1821 to NSW he was given a grant of 2,000 acres west of Parramatta assisted by the influence of the family connection with Elizabeth Macquarie. This property used for breeding horses and stocking cattle was one of the sources to supply Adelaide with livestock. When Charles eventually settled down in Adelaide he would  purchase land along the Torrens and build a home named Lochend linking the name to his grandfather - John Campbell of Ardeonaig and Lochend - This villa built in four stages from bluestone has six rooms with a 4 acre garden surround. His friend George Strickland Kingston who settled as architect after surveying is credited with some of the design. Lochend is usually on the list of exhibits open to the public during our history month of May. Prior to settling down and also taking on such duties as judging horse races as well as acting as a magistrate, Charles combined in pastoral activities  establishing a sheep run at Hill River near Clare ( today a quality Riesling producer).


He acted as the chief judge at Adelaide’s first Grand Steeple Chase on 23 September 1846 with the starting point fixed near the Glen Osmond lead mines and attended by about a thousand people on horseback, in carriages or on foot. Charles Campbell died on March5, 1859 at North West Bend from a cut to his head that turned septic.

The Adelaide Pound Story





Lachlan Macquarie arrived in Sydney Cove on the last day of 1809 and was declared Governor of the colony of NSW on 1st January 1810.	He inherited many problems including  extreme shortage of currency,  To rectify this to a degree 40,000 Spanish silver dollars were sent via Madras in 1812.  By punching out the centre of the coin, called “a dump” a smaller currency was created to further payment exchange. Much late in the history of Australian coinage the SA Government faced a different problem, that of how to turn gold dust and bullion arriving from the Victorian gold rush into currency.  Therefore in 1852 the Adelaide Assay Office used the authorised newly created Bullion Act to mint ingots, followed by the Adelaide Pound Type I and Type II.  These are the first coins produced in Australia from Australian ore, with an entirely Australian design and created without Royal permission Due to a crack in the minting process of Type I only a few made it in circulation (today’s value would be about $150,000).  The Type II had an issue of over 20,000 and it’s a mere $45,000 if you have one hidden away.	P.T.


Canals awash with rats and rubbish

The Dutch capital welcomed more than 20million visitors last year – twice as many as Venice - who left behind an almighty mess,  The city has become one of the dirtiest in the world and the problem was illustrated by the weekends Pride Celebrations, during which 73 tonnes of rubbish was collected after only 1 day. Like Prague, Venice and Barcelona, the city is trying to move away from mass tourism and focus on smaller numbers of higher spending visitors with longer stays.
